Description

planner. Which 12 checkpoints to 
visit? It’s not obvious.

The shortest walking distance be-
tween the Start and Finish is 5.6km,
but with 12 checkpoints the route 
stretches to about 10.4km.

By Car
The AJ Stadium has a huge car park which is only full on match days (M30 7EY) .There is roadside parking 
on Hazelhurst Fold (M28 2JU) and the nearby Partington Street and Hazelhurst Road

Café and conveniences
The AJ Bell Stadium has some of the best bacon butties in the land, but only on match days. Sorry. There is 
no café at the finish. 

Safety
Use the controlled crossing points to get to the first checkpoint. Otherwise the way is straightforward despite 
the M602 and the A57 (Liverpool Road) and possibly the M60 to cross.
